V. SUMMARY

The Design programme - consisting of Fashion Design, Graphic and Communication Design and
Interior Design - complies with the legal requirements and is in line with VDK’s mission and
strategy. Regarding the content, the programme covers a wide range of competencies, including
technical skills, creative thinking, project management and entrepreneurship. The field of Design
appears to be designed to ensure the continuous development of students' competencies by
providing a strong foundation in the basic means and methods of expression and composition
and then gradually building on this foundation through more advanced and specialised courses.
A huge social partner network is engaged in VDK events and ensures that final theses and the
curriculum stay up to date with market needs. Students have the opportunity to individualise
their studies. The aims and goals of the final thesis are very well articulated and clearly
integrated into the study programme and aligned with the field.

Since the last accreditation, the College has made a serious attempt in improving the relation
between education and (applied) science and artistic research. The College engages actively with
social partners, visits seminars, is a partner in Cumulus and Erasmus and encourages mobility
and exchange with international HEIs to keep informed about the latest achievements and
insights in research, art, and technology. Since 2018, the College has organised a yearly seminar
with an active contribution of lecturers and students during an international week. The
knowledge and input are used to update the curriculum, especially around digitalisation. The
panel is confident that VDK has the right processes and networks in place to make sure they are
informed about the latest and global developments in science, art and technology.

VDK future plans to develop a MA will provide an opportunity to further strengthen research A
recommendation from the panel is to reflect on how to more strategically embed (artistic)
research into the BA programmes, especially in regards to final theses. Mobility of staff and
students has increased which has definitely opened the scope of VDK. The exchange in (artistic)
research and innovation has strengthened the teaching staff and had an effect on the content of
the curriculum. Students are actively invited to take partin events, however, there is no overview
of the percentage of number of students involved. A personalised and operational research
development plan for all staff and students is recommended as the next step in strengthening the
relation between art and applied sciences, making sure design thinking and artistic research is
leading to strong and relevant outputs in theses, teachers' practices and research.

Regarding the admissions and support policy, VDK has a clear admission process in place, and
procedures for foreign qualifications are adequate. Student mobility is encouraged via Erasmus
exchange and internships include a substantial number of international companies. Financial,
psychological and personal support is available. Student information is available in briefs,
manuals, websites and is explained in class. There is a very open, informal flexible exchange
between staff and students where all issues and problems can be addressed easily. However, the
panel recommends nominating a dedicated person (teacher or psychologist) for social safety
issues.

Overall, the programme is well designed and structured to help students achieve the intended
learning outcomes, taking into account the current situation in terms of skills and design
competencies and the needs of students. Access is ensured for socially vulnerable groups and



students with special needs. There is an adequate process in place to monitor study progress.
There is a complex system to track careers and employability of alumni. Graduates often start as
self-employed but also find their way into the industry. Academic integrity is regarded as very
important and there is a clear policy in place about integrity, tolerance and non-discrimination.
Students must sign an agreement of integrity at the start of their studies to ensure academic
integrity. Finally, there are clear guidelines and policies for appeals and complaints. During the
visit, no incidents were reported.

The panel appreciates that College employs highly qualified and experienced professionals to
provide its students with the best possible design education. It is noteworthy that a majority of
the staff members are actively engaged in their respective professional fields. Regarding
pedagogical strategies, the panel suggests that additional guidance and recommendations should
be offered to new lecturers starting their teaching careers at the College. Since the last
accreditation, mobility opportunities have increased substantially via Erasmus+ funding. The
panel of experts recommends that mobility opportunities should be further developed and the
panel emphasised the importance of continuing to encourage academic staff to express the need
for and to participate more actively in the proposed activities (development of artistic/research
activities).

The necessary resources and equipment for quality studies in the field of Design are in place for
students and staff. The use of an information system, computer facilities, licences, library and all
the necessary technical and material resources to complete a contemporary design study
programme are available for students. The panel noticed a lack of interest in the library and,
therefore, the panel would recommend reviewing the collection to ensure that it is up to date
and to develop formats and services to make the library more attractive to students. The
equipment adequately meets the current needs of students. However, the College should invest
more in digital technologies, such as AR and VR and more digital in the area of interior design.
On top of that, the College should train teachers in this area to prepare students for the future
demands of the design profession.

The College’s internal study quality assurance system is robust and has a systematic
improvement approach to the study programme via a yearly student survey, graduation survey,
lecturers and student involvement in the evaluations of the unit. At the visit, students addressed
that student engagement in the evaluation process could benefit from a more formal engagement
with the Student Representation Body which the panel recommends for the school to explore.

In terms of the academic and social partners, they are actively aligned to VDK taking part in
student reviews, graduation thesis defence, creative projects, meetings, seminars and round
tables. The information about the evaluation processes and their outcomes and information on
studies structure is available to all stakeholders.

An elaborate student survey evaluation paper provided details feedback from students. Students
are satisfied with professional teachers having their own practice, focus on practical skills,
flexibility, nice atmosphere and detailed feedback a.o. Students do appreciate that the College
facilitates those students who have a job by adapting the curriculum to their needs. Finally, the
processes around gathering feedback from students and staff are all in place, however, the panel
noticed that social partners and alumni were not directly involved in the self-evaluation process.

V. SANTRAUKA

Dizaino kryptis, kurig sudaro Mados dizainas, Grafiniy komunikacijy dizainas bei Interjero
dizainas, atitinka teisinius reikalavimus ir VDK misijg bei strategija. Studijy krypties programy
turinys apima daugybe kompetencijy, iskaitant techninius jgtidZius, kiirybinj mastymga, projekty
valdymga ir versluma. Eksperty grupé susidaré nuomone, kad dizaino kryptis vykdoma taip, kad
buty uztikrintas nuolatinis studenty kompetencijy tobulinimas, suteikiant tvirtus pagrindus
pagrindinéms israiSkos ir kompozicijos priemonéms ir metodams, o véliau palaipsniui Siuos
pagrindus plétojant paZangesniuose ir specializuotuose studijy dalykuose. DidZiulis socialiniy
partneriy tinklas dalyvauja VDK renginiuose ir uZtikrina, kad baigiamieji darbai ir studijy
programos atitikty rinkos poreikius. Studentai turi galimybe individualizuoti savo studijas.
Baigiamojo darbo tikslai ir uZdaviniai labai gerai suformuluoti, aiSkiai integruoti | studijy
programga ir suderinti su studijy kryptimi.

Po paskutinés akreditacijos Kolegija stipriai stengési pagerinti studijy ir (taikomojo) mokslo bei
meniniy tyrimy santykj. Kolegija aktyviai bendradarbiauja su socialiniais partneriais, jos atstovai
lankosi seminaruose. Aukstoji mokykla yra ,Cumulus” ir ,Erasmus“ programos partnereé bei
skatina mobilumg ir mainus su tarptautinémis aukstosiomis mokyklomis, kad bity nuolat
keiCiamasi informacija apie naujausius moksliniy tyrimy, meno ir technologijy pasiekimus ir
jzvalgas. Nuo 2018 m. Kolegija kasmet organizuoja seminarg, prie kurio tarptautinés savaités
metu aktyviai prisideda déstytojai ir studentai. Seminaro Zinios ir indélis naudojami atnaujinant
studijas, ypaC skaitmeninimo srityje. Eksperty grupé turéjo proga jsitikinti, kad VDK turi
tinkamus procesus ir tinklus, uztikrinancius, kad Kolegija biity informuojama apie naujausius ir
pasaulinius mokslo, meno ir technologijy pasiekimus. VDK ateities planai plétoti profesinés
magistranturos studijas suteiks galimybe toliau stiprinti mokslinius tyrimus. Eksperty grupeés
rekomendacija yra apsvarstyti, kaip strategiskiau jtraukti (meninius) mokslinius tyrimus i
bakalauro studijy programas, ypac baigiamyjy darby rengimo srityje.

Padidéjo darbuotojy ir studenty mobilumas, o tai neabejotinai iSplété VDK veiklos sritj.
Keitimasis (meno) moksliniais tyrimais ir naujovémis profesine prasme sustiprino déstytojus ir
turéjo jtakos studijy turiniui. Studentai aktyviai kvie¢iami dalyvauti renginiuose, taciau néra
duomeny, kiek procenty juose dalyvauja. Kaip kitas Zingsnis stiprinant rysj tarp meno ir
taikomyjy moksly, yra rekomenduojamas personalizuotas ir operatyvus moksliniy tyrimy
plétros planas, skirtas visiems darbuotojams ir studentams, uZtikrinant, kad dizaino mastymas
ir meniniai tyrimai duoty stipriy ir svarbiy baigiamujy darby, déstytojy praktikos ir tyrimy
rezultaty.

Kalbant apie priémimo ir paramos politika, VDK turi aiSkig priémimo tvarkg, o uZsienio
kvalifikacijy pripazinimo procediros yra tinkamos. Studenty mobilumas skatinamas per
,Erasmus“ mainus, o praktikas atliekamos taip pat ir tarptautinése jmonése. Studentams
teikiama finansiné, psichologiné ir asmeniné parama. Informacija studentams pateikiama
konspektuose, vadovuose, interneto svetainése ir paaiSkinama paskaity metu. Darbuotojai ir
studentai labai atvirai, neformaliai ir lanksciai keiciasi informacija, todél visus klausimus ir
problemas galima lengvai iSspresti. Vis délto, eksperty grupé rekomenduoja paskirti dedikuota
asmenj (déstytojg arba psichologa), kuris rupintysi socialinio saugumo klausimais.



Apskritai studijy programos yra parengtos ir struktiruotos taip, kad studentai galéty pasiekti
numatytus studijy rezultatus, atsizvelgiant j esama jgudZiy ir dizaino kompetencijy situacijg bei
studenty poreikius. UZtikrinama galimybé mokytis socialiai paZeidZiamoms grupéms ir
specialiyjy poreikiy turintiems studentams. Taikomas tinkamas studijy paZangos stebésenos
procesas. Yra sukurta sudétinga absolventy Kkarjeros ir jsidarbinimo galimybiy stebéjimo
sistema. Absolventai daZnai vykdo individualig veikla, bet taip pat uzima ir darbo rinkoje
siulomas pozicijas. Akademinis sgZiningumas laikomas labai svarbiu dalyku, todél egzistuoja
aiSki saZiningumo, tolerancijos ir nediskriminavimo politika. Studijy pradZioje studentai privalo
pasirasyti sgZiningumo sutartj, kad buty uZtikrintas akademinis saziningumas.

Eksperty grupé teigiamai vertina tai, kad Kolegijoje dirba aukstos kvalifikacijos patyre
specialistai, kurie studentams suteikia geriausia jmanoma dizaino krypties iSsilavinima.
PaZymeétina, kad dauguma darbuotojy aktyviai dirba savo profesinéje srityje. Kalbant apie
pedagogines strategijas, eksperty grupé siulo, kad naujiems, karjerg Kolegijoje pradedantiems
déstytojams, biity pasitlytos papildomos gairés ir rekomendacijos. Nuo paskutinés akreditacijos
mobilumo galimybés gerokai padidéjo, nes buvo gautas ,Erasmus+“ finansavimas. Eksperty
grupé rekomenduoja toliau plétoti mobilumo galimybes ir pabréZia, kad svarbu ir toliau skatinti
akademinj personalg iSreikSti poreikj ir aktyviau dalyvauti siilomoje veikloje
(meninés/tiriamosios veiklos plétra).

Eksperty grupé pastebéjo susidoméjimo biblioteka stokg,
todél rekomenduoty perziuréti kolekcijg ir uztikrinti, kad ji buty atnaujinta, o taip pat plétoti
formatus bei paslaugas, kad biblioteka tapty patrauklesné studentams. Turima jranga atitinka
dabartinius studenty poreikius, taciau Kolegija turéty daugiau investuoti j skaitmenines
technologijas, pavyzdZiui, PR ir VR bei pasiilyti daugiau skaitmeniniy technologijy interjero
dizaino srityje. Be to, Kolegija turéty apmokyti Sios srities déstytojus, kad jie parengty studentus
bisimiems dizaino krypties profesijos poreikiams.

Kolegijos vidiné studijy kokybés uztikrinimo sistema yra patikima, joje taikomas sistemingas
studijy programos tobulinimo metodas, kasmet atliekamos studenty, absolventy apklausos,
déstytojai ir studentai jtraukiami j vertinima. Apsilankymo aukstojoje mokykloje metu studentai
atkreipé eksperty grupés démesj j tai, kad jy dalyvavimas vertinimo procese galéty biti
naudingesnis, jei studenty atstovybé buty oficialiau jtraukta j vertinimo procesa, tad eksperty
grupé rekomenduoja Kolegijai tai apsvarstyti.

Kalbant apie akademinius ir socialinius partnerius, jie aktyviai bendradarbiauja su VDK,
dalyvauja studenty darby perZitrose, baigiamyjy darby gynimuose, kiirybiniuose projektuose,
susitikimuose, seminaruose ir apskritojo stalo diskusijose. Informacija apie vertinimo procesus,
ju rezultatus bei apie studijy struktiirg yra prieinama visiems socialiniams dalininkams.

[Ssamiame studenty apklausos vertinimo dokumente buvo pateikta detali informacija apie
studenty atsiliepimus. Studentai yra patenkinti profesionaliy déstytojy, vykdanciy praktine



veiklg, démesiu praktiniams jgiidziams, lankstumu, malonia atmosfera ir iSsamiu grjZtamuoju
rysiu. Studentai palankiai vertina tai, kad Kolegija sudaro palankesnes salygas tiems studentams,
kurie turi darbg, pritaikydama studijas jy poreikiams. Galiausiai, nors visi procesai, susije su
griZztamojo rysio i$ studenty ir darbuotojy rinkimu, yra jdiegti, taciau eksperty grupé pastebéjo,
kad socialiniai partneriai ir absolventai nebuvo tiesiogiai jtraukti j savianalizés procesa.
